“The goal is to educate people about discrimination, diversity, equality and justice,” said H. Jean 
McEntire, host of “Your Civil Rights Matters” on Channels 12 and 19 in Cincinnati and OCRC 
Cincinnati Regional Director.  “The shows get very emotional because we deal with topics that 
are very close to people, such as predatory lending.” Former guests include Senator Mark 
Mallory (D-Cinci.), leaders from local NAACP and SCLC, city council officials and other local 
community leaders.   
 
“This season our show will continue to address sexual harassment, employment and housing 
discrimination, predatory lending and other issues affecting the Dayton area,” said Marguerite 
Walker, host of  “Many Faces, Once Cause…” on Channels 2 and 22 in Dayton and OCRC 
Dayton Regional Director.  “However we are going to try something new, by airing segments of 
the show in Spanish so our Spanish speaking viewers can also participate and gain this valuable 
information.”
